The East Baton Rouge Parish Animal Control & Rescue Center statistics

Dog and cat adoptions in 2010 were up considerably compared to 2009 (A 14%
increase) and a 39% increase compared to 2008 numbers.

Dog & cat 2010 euthanasia rates were also reduced by 29% compared to 2009
numbers and 31% compared to 2008 numbers.

The most remarkable observations are in the positive outcomes (A combination of
adoptions, rescues and redemptions) for 2010. These reflected a 29% increase over
2009.

The good news is that the wonderful assistance that non-profits like Yelp!, Friends
of the Animals, Project Purr, Northside Humane & various other groups and
individuals that assisted us, has paid off in substantial savings of animals lives.

The positive trend will gain even more momentum, if the considerable human and
material resources of the groups are further harnessed and directed into one

cohesive effort. The ACRC looks forward to working with the Companion Animal
Alliance and affiliated groups to channel this dynamic movement forward in 2011.
